How much will | have to pay?

» You can be asked to pay a fee for a Community Aged Care Package of care. The amount
charged is based on the agreement between you and your service provider.

» For older people on the maximum rate of the single aged pension, fees must not exceed
17.5% of that pension.

» People on higher incomes** may be asked to pay additional fees. This is limited to 50%
of any income above the maximum pension rate.

» No one will be denied the service even if they do not have the money to pay.

**Income means income after tax and the Medicare levy.
